Course Objectives

a. To understand how teams function in disaster settings, including factors affecting individual responses to disaster, phases of disaster, "at risk" groups, concepts of loss and grief, post-disaster stress, and the disaster recovery process.


b.  To understand the organizational aspects of disaster response and recovery, including key roles, responsibilities, and resources; local, State, Federal, and voluntary agency programs; how to link disaster survivors with appropriate resources and services and an awareness of the Incident Command System.


c. To understand the key concepts and principles of disaster behavioral health and how they apply to team functioning, including how disaster behavioral services differ from traditiona psychotherapy; the specturm and design of behavioral health programs needed in disaster; and appropriate sites for delivery of behavioral health services.

d. To understand how teams provide appropriate behavioral health assistance to survivors and    workers in community settings, with emphasis on crisis intervention, brief treatment, post-traumatic stress strategies, age-appropriate child interventions, debriefing, group counseling, support groups, and stress management techniques.

e.  To understand how to provide behavioral health services at the community level, with emphasis on case finding, outreach, behavioral health education, public education, consultation, community organization, and use of the media.

f. To understand the stress inherent in disaster work and recognize and manage that stress in oneself, team members and other workers.

DISASTER BEHAVIORAL HEALTH RESPONSE TEAM

The New Hampshire Department of Safety, Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM) has developed an organized team of behavioral health providers to respond to the behavioral health needs of New Hampshire residents following disaster (e.g. bioterrorism, man made or natural disasters).  These teams will respond to disasters or critical incidents when local behavioral health resources have been depleted or are overwhelmed.   The goal of the disaster behavioral health teams is to provide an organized response to individual victims, family members, survivors and disaster workers affected by critical incidents or disasters.

Teams include individuals with experience in human services, psychology, mental health, substance abuse, social work, psychiatry, education or spirituality.  Currently we have over 600 team members who have received training.  Team members operate under a team leader who is supervised by a Disaster Behavioral Health Liaison.  These liaisons, one in the northern and one in the southern part of the state, are responsible to the New Hampshire Disaster Behavioral Health Coordinator. Team members receive ongoing training, monthly informational UPDATES and participate in community wide drills.

PRESENTERS
Fred White
Fred supports New Hampshire’s disaster behavioral health effort by working with towns, hospitals, community mental health centers, public health networks and others to include behavioral health interventions in their disaster planning. He helps train and maintain the volunteer Disaster Behavioral Health Response Team and plays a leadership role in assessing community needs after critical incidents. He has had an active role in supporting collaborative efforts with the New Hampshire National Guard. Fred has had administrative and clinical leadership roles in several mental health and substance abuse treatment programs.
Paul Deignan


 As the Disaster Behavioral Health Coordinator for the State of New Hampshire. He currently works for the Department of Safety-Bureau of Emergency Management and is responsible for coordinating the behavioral health response to critical incidents and disasters. In the past year, he has formed Disaster Behavioral Health Response Teams in five regions throughout the state now comprising over 550 behavioral health professionals. He has worked in a variety of settings including hospitals, residential treatment programs and outpatient clinics.

Mark is the Disaster Behavioral Health Liaison for the northern half of the state, as well as a collaborator on DBHRT’s work statewide.  He is based at White Mountain Mental Health, where he maintains a small practice as therapist and emergency services supervisor. Previously, he has been a town manager, policy analyst, consultant and university professor.

Joan Haskell

Joan is the newest member of the team, recently appointed as Disaster Behavioral Health Liaison for Southern New Hampshire.  She is learning how the Disaster Behavioral Health Team works within the community to plan for, respond to and recover from various disasters.  Joan is a social worker based out of Community Council of Nashua.
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
