SCHOOL-WIDE EXPECTATION: Be a Good Friend
SKILL TO BE ADDRESSED: Sharing
INTRODUCE THE RULE / STATE WHY IT IS IMPORTANT:

1. We are going to talk about “sharing” which is important to be a good friend in school.

2.We are going to tell you what “sharing” means in school.

3.We are going to tell you when to “share” in school.

DEMONSTRATE THE RULE / TEACHING EXAMPLES & NON-EXAMPLES / ROLE-PLAYS :

1.Teacher and Assistants will explain what sharing means.  They will explain  by using words like “can I play with you”  ,  “can I have _____”,  “come play with me”, and “do you want to play with me”.

2.Teacher and Assistants will demonstrate how to share in school.  


*example – during center time, playground (motor skills), and project

3.Practice  “sharing” at centers

PROVIDE ACKNOWLEDGEMENT / RECOGNITION / FEEDBACK:

1.Present students with a “Rock”(or stamp) in accordance with the school-wide plan.

2.When providing acknowledgement use language of taught behavioral expectation.

3.Smiles and enthusiasm help when providing the tangible reinforcement.

4.Student places rock on the train track and/or puts stickers on or away.
