Positive Reinforcement Plan

Purpose:

A school wide reinforcement system using positive praise and collecting stripes to fill bees which as filled for the entire class will result in a class reward.

When will it happen?

Stripes will be given out throughout the day when a child is observed demonstrating the specific targeted behavior that is being taught.

Who will implement the program?

All NHCCC employees including Director, teachers, subs, float etc.

Process:
1) Child is given a bee to decorate.  As the child is decorating the bee the teacher will explain how to get stripes for the bee.  

2) Child is taught the specific behavior using cool tools.

3) Child is observed demonstrating the specific targeted behavior (i.e. walking feet)
4) Adult witnesses behavior
5) Adult gives child a stripe along with verbal praise
6) Child helps put stripes on bee
7) When child fills one bee, teacher will record on tracking sheet, and then send the bee with stripes and a special note from the teacher home.
8) A new bee is given to child to decorate and put up on bulletin board.
9) When entire class has filled one bee (use tracking sheet) the class earns the reward.

NOTE: When a new rule or behavior is being introduced staff will acknowledge children demonstrating the rule frequently by giving them stripes and verbally expressing EXACTLY what they were doing. (i.e.  I am giving you a stripe because I saw you using your walking feet in the classroom.)   Slowly the stripes are given out less frequently and the behavior becomes part of the classroom structure.
